SENIOR PET CARE

Regular professional
veterinary care is essential
to the health of your sen-
ior pet. Not since your
pet was a puppy or kitten
have regular checkups
and vaccinations been so
important.  Preventive
veterinary care can add
years and quality to the

life of your senior pet.

Semi-annual
Physical Exam

Our pets are famous
for showing no symptoms
even when affected by seri-
ous disease. For this rea-
son, during the senior
years we recommend phys-
ical examinations every six
months and bloodwork
every year to detect prob-
lems such as diabetes, kid-
ney disease, arthritis, and
heart disease. Early detec-
tion is the key to improv-
ing and extending the
quality of your pet’s life.
Annual Blood Chemistry
and Complete Blood
Count

A full blood chemistry
and complete blood count
is recommended every
year for senior dogs to
detect common canine ill-
nesses such as kidney dis-
ease or anemia.

Annual Urinalysis
This is the best
screening tool to identify

the early stages of upper urinary tract disease (kid-
ney disease) and the only test to diagnose lower uri-
nary tract disease (bladder infections and stones).

Certain breeds have increased incidence of stones, TO VIEW AND PRINT OUR

recognition of the disease. Other diseases such as

diabetes and certain liver and hormonal diseases
may also show changes in the urine.
